NOTICE OF APPLICATION AND PRELIMINARY DECISION
FOR TPDES PERMIT FOR MUNICIPAL WASTEWATER

PERMIT NO. WQoor5g3ooor

APPLICATION AND PRELIMINARY DECISION. City of Blyan, P.O. Box rooo, Bryan,
Texas 778o5, has applied to the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality (TCEe) fol new
Texas Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (TPDES) Permit No. WQoor593ooor, to
authorize the discharge oftreated domestic uastewater at an annual average flow not to exceed
12,ooo,ooo gallons per day. TCEQ received this application on September 25, zozo.

The facilily will be located approximately r,4oo feet northcast ofthe intersection ofAustralia
Lane and Cole Lane, in Brazos County, Texas 77845. The tleated effluent witl be discharged to
Brushy Creek, thence to Wicl<son Creek, thence to the Navasota fur,er Below Lal<e Limestone in
Segment No. rzog ofthe Brazos fuver Basin. The unclassified receiving water uses are lirnited
aquatic life use for Brushy Creek and presumed high aquatic life use for Wicl<son Creek. The
designated uses for Segment No. 12og ate primary contact recreation, public water suppil,, nni
high aquatic life use. In accoldance with 3o l'exas Administrative Code 93o7.5 and the TCEQ's
Procedures to Implement the Texas Surface Water Quality Standards (June zoro), an
antidegra{aliqn review of the receiving waters was performed. A Tier r antidegradation leview
has preliminarily determined that existing rvater quality uses will not be impaired by this permit
action. Numerical and narrative criteria to protect existing uses ia.ill be rnaintained. A Tier z
review has preliminarily determined that no significant degradation ofwater quality is expected
in Wicl<son Creek, u,hich has been identified as having a presumed high aquatic life use. Existing
uses will be maintained and protected. The preliminary determinatiot can be reexamined and
may be modified if new information is received. This link to an electror.ric map of the site or
facility's general location is provided as a public courlesy and is not part ofthe application or
notice.

The TCEQ Executive Director has completed the technical review of tlie application and
prepared a draft permit. The draft pelmit, ifapproved, would establish the conditions under
which the facility nrust operate. The Executive Director hzrs made a preliminary/ decision that
this permit, if issued, meets all statutory and regulatory requilements. The pern.rit application,
Executive Director's preliminary decision, and draft pen.nit are available for viewing and
copying at Clara B. Mounce Public Library, 201 East 26tl,Street, Bryan, Texas.
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PUBLIC COMMENT / PUBLIC MEETING. You may submit public comments or
request a public meeting atrout this application. The purpose of a public meeting is to
provide the opportunity to submit comments or to ask qucstions about the application. TCEQ
holds a public meeting if the Executive Director determines that there is a significant degree of
public interest in the application or if requested by a local legislator. A public meeting is not a
contested case hearing.

OPPORTUNITY FOR A CONTESTED CASE HEARING. After the deadline for submitting
public comments, the Executive Director will consider all timely comments and prepare a

response to all relevant and material, or significant public comments. Unless the application
is directly referrcd for a contested case hearing, the response to comments will be
mailed to everyone who subrnitted public cornments and to those persons who are
on the mailing list for this application. If cornments are received, the mailing will
also provide instructions for requesting a contested case hearing or
reconsideration ofthe Executive Director's decision. A contested case hearing is a legal
proceeding similar to a civil trial in a state district court.

TO REQUEST A CONTESTED CASE HEARING, YOU MUST INCLUDE THE
FOLLOWING ITEMS IN YOUR REQUEST: your name, address, phone numberl
applicant's narne and proposed permit number; the location and distance ofyour
propert5z/activities relative to the proposed facility; a specific description ofhow
you would be adversely affected by the facility in a way not common to the general
public; a list of all disputed issues of fact that you submit during the comment
period; and the statement " [I/we] request a contested case hearing." If the request
for contested case hearing is filed on trehalf of a group or association, the request
must designate the group's representative for receiving future correspondencel
identifu by namc and physical address an individual member of the group who
would be adversely affected by the proposed facility or activity; provide the
information discussed above regarding the affected rnember's location and
distance fi:om the facility or activity; explain how and why the rnember would be
affected; and explain how the interests the gr:oup seeks to protect are relevant to
the group's purpose.

Following the close of all applicable comment and request periods, the Executive Director will
forward the application and any requests for reconsideration or for a contested case hearing to
the TCEQ Commissioners for their consideration at a scheduled Commission meeting.

The Commission rnay only grant a request for a contested case hearing on issues the requestor
subrnitted in their timely comments that were not subsequently withdrawn. If a hearing is
granted, the subject of a hearing will be limited to disputed issues of fact or mixed
questions of fact and law relating to relevant and material water quality concerns
submittcd during the cornment period.

EXECUTf!'E DIRECTORACTION. The Executive Director may issue final approval of thc
application unless a timely contested case hearing request or request for reconsideration is filed.
If a timely hearing request or request for reconsideration is filed, the Executive Director will not
issue final approval ofthe permit and will folward the application and request to the TCEQ
Commissioners for their consideration at a scheduled Commission meeting.



If you submit public comments, a request for a contested case hearing or a
reconsideration ofthe Executive Director's decisiou, you u,ill be added to the mailing lisifor this
spe_cific application to receive future public notices niailed by the Office ofthe Chieftlerk. In
addition,you may request to b_e placedon: (r) the pennaneni mailing list for a specific applicant
name and permit number; and/or (z) the mailing list for a specific county. If you wish tobe
placed on the permanent and/or the county mailing iist, cleirly specify r,rtrich list(s) and send
youl request to TCEQ Office of the Chief Cierk at the addr.ess below.
