APPLICATION AND PRELIMINARY DECISION. Quadvest, L.P., 269e6 Farm-to Market
Road 2978, Magnolia, Texas 7354, has applied to the Texas Commission on Environmental
Qualitv CICEQ) for a renewal ofTexas Pollutant Discharge Elimination System ([PDES) Permit
No. WQoo$loloor which authorizes the discharge of treated domestic wastewater at a daily
average flow not to exceeal goo,ooo gallons per day. The draft permit authorizes the discharge of
ueated domestic vvastewater at a daily average flow not to exceed 5oo,ooo gallons per day.
TCEQ received this application on December 6, zozl.

The facility is located approximately 4,850 feet west of the intersection of Clay Road and Pitts
Road, in Waller County, Texas 2493. The teated effluent is discharged to Cane Island Branch
(Harris County Flood Control District ditch Troo-oo-oo), thence to the unclassified portion of
Buffalo Bayou, thence to Buffalo Bayou Above Tidal in Segment No. ror4 ofthe San Jacinto
River Basin, The unclassified receiving water use is minimal aquatic life use for Cane Island
Branch (Harris County Flood Control District ditch Troo-oo-oo). The designated uses for
Segment No. ror4 are primary contact recreation and limited aquatic life use. All determinations
are preliminary and subject to additiona.l review and/or revisions. Ttris link to an electronic map
of tle site or facility's general location is provided as a public murtesy and is not part ofthe
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The TCEQ Executive Director has completed the technical review ofthe application and
prepared a draft permit. The draft permit, if approved, would establish the conditions under
which the facility must operate. The Executive Director has made a preliminary decision that
this permit, if issued, meets all statutory and regulatory requirements. The permit application,
ExeCutive Director's preliminary decision, and draft permit are available for viewing and
copying at Brookshire Pattison Library, 3815 6d Street, Brookshire, Texas.

PUBIIC COMMENT / PIIBLIC MEETING. You may submit public comments or
request a public meeting about this application. The purpose of a public meeting is to
provide the opportunity to submit comments or to ask questions about the application. TCEQ
holds a public meeting if the Executive Director determines that there is a significant degree of
public interest in the appiication or if requested by a local legislator. A public meeting is not a
contested case hearing.

OPPOIUUNITY FOR A CONTFSTED CASE HEARING. After the deadline for submitting
public comments, the Executive Director will consider all timely comments and prepare a
response to all relevant and material, or significant public comments. Unless the application
is directly refemed for a contested case hearing, the response to comments will be
mailed to everyone who submitted public comments and to those persons who are
s1 ths mailing list for this application. If comments are received, the mailing will
also provide instructions for requesting a contested. case hearing or
reconsideration ofthe Executive Director's decision. A contested case hearing is a legal
proceeding similar to a civil trial in a state district court.

TO REQUESTA CONTESTED CASE HEARING, yOU MUST INCLUDE THE
FOLLOWING ITEMS IN YOUR REQUEST: your name, address, phone number;
applicantrs uar:re and proposed permit number; the location and distance ofyour
property/activities relative to the proposed facility; a specific description ofhow
you would be adversely affected by t.l:e facility in a way not cornmon to the general
public; a list of all disputed issues of fact that you submit during the comrnent
period; and the statement "[I/we] request a contested case hearing." IftJre request
for contested case hearing is filed on behalf of a group or association, the request
must desigrrate the group's representative for receiving future correspondence;
identify by nane and physical address an individual member of tJre group who
would be adversely affected by the proposed facilit5r or activity; provide the
inforrnation discussed above regarding the affected member,s location and
distance from the facility or activity; explain how and why the member would be
affected; and oqrlain how the interests the group seeks to protect are relevant to
the group's purlrose.

Following the close of all applicable comment and request periods, the Executive Director will
forward the application and any requests for reconsideration or for a contested case hearing to
ttre TCEQ Commissioners for their consideration at a scheduled Commission meeting. -

The commission may orrly grant a request for a contested case hearing on issues the requestor
submitted in their limely comments that were not subsequently withdiawn. rf a hearing is
granted, the subject of a hearing will be limited to disputed issues of fact or irixed
questions offact and law relating to relevant and material water qualiqz concerrrs
submi-tted during the comment period, TCEQ may act on zrn appliiation to renew a
permit for discharge ofwastewater without providing an oppornrnity for a
contested case hearing if certain criteria are met.

EXECUTI\,IE DIRECTOR ACTION. The Executive Director may issue final approval of the
application unless a timely contested case hearing request or request for reconsideration is filed.
If a timely hearing request or request for reconsideration is filed, the Executive Director will not
issue final approval ofthe permit and will forward the application and request to the TCEe
Commissioners for their consideration at a scheduled Commission meeting.
