APPLICATION, Prairie View A&M University, P.O. Box 5r9, MS r31o, Prairie View, Texas
Z7446,has applied to the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality (TCEQ) to renew Texas
Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (TPDES) Permit No. WQ oott2TSoo2 (EPA I.D. No.
TXorrrzor) to authorize the discharge oftreated wastewater at a volume not to exceed an
annual average flow of z,ooo,ooo gallons per day. The domestic wastewater treatment facility is
located at 17So Golf Trail Drive, Prairie View, in Walter County, Texas 77446. The discharge
route is from the plant site to Ponds Creek; thence to Clear Creek; thence to Brazos River Below
Navasota River. TCEQ received this application on January z, 2019. The permit application is
available for viewing and copying at M.T. Harrington Science Building, Room 1o4, 1SS L.W.

Notice of the Application and Preliminary
Decision will be published and mailed to those who are on the county-wide mailing
Iist and to those who are on the mailing list for this application.

instructions for requesting reconsideration ofthe Executive Director's decision
and for requesting a contested case hearing. A contested case hearing is a legal
proceeding similar to a civil trial in state district court.

TO REQUESTA CONTESTED CASE HEARING, YOU MUST INCLIJDE THE
FOLLOWING ITEMS IN YOUR REQUEST: your name, addtess, phone number;
applicant's name and proposed permit number; the location and distance of your
property/activities relative to the proposed facility; a specific description ofhow
you would be adversely affected by the facility in a way not common to the general
public; a list of all disputed issues of fact that you submit during the comment
period and, the statement "[I/we] request a contested case hearing." If the request
for contested case hearing is filed on behalf of a group or association, the request
must desigrrate the group's representative for receiving future correspondencel
identiff by name and physical address an individual member of the group who
would be adversely affected by the proposed facility or activity; provide the
information discussed above regarding the affected member's location and
distance fTom the facility or activity; orplain how and why the member would be
affected; and e:plain how the interests the group seeks to protect are relevant to
the group's purpose.

F'ollowing the close of all applicable comment antl request periods, the Executive Director will
forward the application and any requests for reconsideration or for a contested case hearing to
the TCEQ Commissioners for their consideration at a scheduled Commission meeting.

The Commission may only grant a request for a contested case hearing on issues the requestor
submitted in their timely comments that were not subsequently withdrawn. If a hearing is
granted, the subject of a hearing will be limited to disputed issues offact or rnixed
questions offact and law relating to relevant and material water qualit5l concerns
submitted during the comment period. TCEQ may act on an application to renew a
permit for discharge of wastewater without providing an opportunity for a
contested case hearing if certain criteria are met.

If you submit public comments, a request for a contested case hearing or a
reconsideration ofthe Executive Director's decision, you will be added to the mailing list for this
specific application to receive future public notices mailed by the Office of the Chief Clerk. In
addition, you rna,r, reopest to be placed on: (r) the permanent mailing list for a specific applicant
name and permit number; and/or (z) the mailing list for a specific county.
