
THE PROJECT
The Houston-Galveston region accounts for nearly 20% of traffic deaths in Texas. In an average year, 739 people are killed and 
3,678 people experience life-altering injuries from traffic crashes within the region. Each day two people are killed, ten people are 
seriously injured, and countless years of life are lost. In response to these tragedies, the Houston-Galveston Area Council (H-GAC) 
and local agencies have initiated the H-GAC Safety Action Plan (SAP) project.
