This application was submitted to the TCEQ on January 18,2023. The application will be available for viewing and

The facilityls
compliance file, if any exists, is available for public review in the Houston regional office of the TCEe.

The executive director has determined the applicataon is administratively complete and will conduct a technical review of
the application. lnformatlon in the application indicates that this permit renewal would not result in an increase in
allowable emissions and would not result in the emission of an air contaminant not previously emitted. The TCEe may
act on this application without seeking further public comment or providing an opportunity for a contested caie
hearing if certain criteria are met.

PUBLIC COMMENT You may submit public comments, or a request for a contested case hearing to the Office of
the Chief Clerk at the address below. The TCEQ will consider all public comments in developing a final decision on the
application. The deadline to submit public comments is 15 days afterthe final newspaper notice is published.
After the deadline for public comments, the executive director will prepare a response to all relevant and material, or
significant public comments. lssues such as property values, noise, traffic safety, and zoning are outside of the TCEe's
jurisdiction to consider in the permit process.

After the technical review is complete the executive director will consider the comments and prepare a response to all
relevant and material, or signaficant public comments. lf only comments are received, the response to comments, along
with the executive directofs decision on the application, will then be mailed to everyone who submitted public commenis
or who is on the mailing list for this application, unless the applacation is directly referred to a contested case hearing.

OPPORTUNITY FOR A CONTESTED CASE HEARING You may request a contested case hearing. The applicant or
the executive director may also request that the application be directly referred to a contested case hearing after technical
review of the application. A contested case hearjng is a legal proceeding similar to a civil trial in state district court.
Unless a written request for a contesled case hearing is filed within 15 days from this notice, the executive director may
act on the application. lf no hearing request is received within this 15-day period, no further opportunity for
hearing will be provided. According to the Texas Clean Air Act S 382.056(0) a contested case hearing may only be
granted if the appllcant's compliance history is in the lowest classification under applicable compliance history
requirements and if the hearing request is based on disputed issues of fact that are relevant and material to the
Commission's decision on the application. Further, the Commission may only grant a hearing on those issues submitted
during the pubiic comment period and not withdrawn.



A person who may be affected by emissions of air contaminants from the facility is entitled to request a hearing.
lf requesting a contested case hearing, you must submit the following: (1)your name (orfora groupor
association, an official representative), mailing address, daytime phone number; (2) applicant's name and permit

number; (3) the statement " /wel request a contested case hearing;" (4) a specific description of how you would
be adversely affected by the application and air emissions from the facility in a way not common to the general
public; (5) the location and distance of your property relative to the facility; (6) a description of how you use the
property which may be impacted by the facility; and (7) a list of all disputed issues of fact that you submit during
ihe comment period. lf the request is made by a group or association, one or more members who have standing
to request a hearing must be identified by name and physical address. The interests which the group or
assoiiation seeks to protect must also be identified. You may also submit your proposed adjustments to the
application/permit which would satisfy your concerns. Requests for a contested case hearing must be submitted
in writing within 15 days following this notice to the Office of the Chief Clerk, at the address below.

Following the close of all applicable comment and request periods, the Executive Director will forward the application and

any requests for contested case hearing to the Commissioners for their consideration at a scheduled Commission

meeting. The Commission may only grant a request for a contested case hearing on issues the requestor submitted in

their timely comments that were not subsequently withdrawn. lf a hearing is granted, the subject of a hearing will be

limited to disputed issues of fact or mixed questions of fact and law relating to relevant and material air quality

concerns submifted during the comment period. lssues such as property values, noise, traffic safety, and zoning are

outside of the Commission's jurisdiction to consider in this proceeding.
